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Abstract

This paper focuses on Aristotle’s functionalist approach to the
analysis of human happiness. Within this framework, Aristotle
defines virtue as “the best state of realizing the specific function of a
human being,” namely, rational activity. By examining the reciprocal
relationship between reason and desire in Aristotle’s ethical theory,
the study concludes that genuine human happiness is achieved only
when the rational part of the soul and the non-rational yet reason-
obedient part (i.e., rational desire or bouleusis) operate in systematic
harmony. Within this structure, rational choice (prohairesis) serves as
the connecting link between intellect and desire, playing a central role
in the generation of virtuous action. The function of reason in the
domain of practical wisdom lies in attaining practical truth _the
concord of sound rational judgment with right desire_ through proper
deliberation and motivation. Virtue, therefore, is a stable disposition
of the soul through which a person performs their function in the
best possible manner and thereby attains happiness. By explicating
the key concepts of Aristotelian moral philosophy and analytically
examining the interrelation among reason, desire, action, and virtue,
this paper demonstrates how human beings can achieve happiness
through rational activity in accordance with virtue. The research
employs an analytical-descriptive method and draws primarily on
Aristotle’s  Nicomachean Ethics along with contemporary
interpretations.
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Introduction

Aristotle’s ethical theory, as presented in the Nicomachean Ethics, grounds the notion of happiness
(eudaimonia) in the functional excellence of human nature. The functionalist argument holds that the
good of any being consists in the proper realization of its unique function, and for human beings this
is the activity of the soul in accordance with reason and virtue (Aristotle, 2014, p.10, 1098a15-19). This
study reconstructs Aristotle’s argument within a functionalist framework, examining how reason
(logos), desire (orexis), and deliberate choice (prohairesis) interact to produce virtuous action. It argues
that human flourishing requires the harmonization of the rational and non-rational parts of the soul,
mediated through rational deliberation. Building on Aristotle’s primary texts and modern interpretations
(Pakaluk, 2005, p.77; Reeve, 1992, p.88; Kontos, 2023, p.24), the analysis clarifies how intellectual and

moral virtues are jointly necessary for eudaimonia.

The Functional Argument for Eudaimonia

Aristotle begins his inquiry into the human good by identifying the ergon _the distinctive function_ of
human beings. He maintains that just as the good of a flute-player lies in excellent flute-playing, the
human good lies in the excellent exercise of the rational function (Aristotle, 2014, p. 10, 1097b25-29).
Since life, growth, and perception are shared with plants and animals, none of these can constitute the
uniquely human function (Aristotle, 2014, p.10, 1098a1-3). Rather, the human function is activity of
the soul according to reason (Aristotle, 2014, p.10, 1098a3-5). Consequently, happiness is “the rational
activity of the soul in accordance with virtue” (Aristotle, 2014, p.10, 1098a15-19). Mere possession of
rational potentiality is insufficient; one must actively and excellently perform rational activity (Aristotle,
2014, p. 7, 1096a33-35). Thus, Aristotle’s argument can be formalized: (1) Every being has a
characteristic function. (2) The good for each being lies in actualizing that function. (3) The human
function is rational activity. Therefore, the human good is the excellent realization of rational activity

(Pakaluk, 2005, p. 77).

The Structure of the Soul and the Duality of Virtue

Aristotle divides the soul into rational and non-rational parts, the latter consisting of a nutritive element
and an appetitive element (Aristotle, 2014, p.20, 1102b30-32). While the nutritive part is devoid of
reason, the appetitive part can “listen to and obey reason” (Aristotle, 2014, p.20, 1102b15-25). Hence,
both rational and quasi-rational faculties contribute to moral life. Correspondingly, virtues fall into two
kinds: intellectual virtues, cultivated through teaching and education (Reeve, 20006, p. 198), and moral
virtues, developed through habit and practice (Taylor, 2000, p. 61). Aristotle notes that the rational part
itself divides into the scientific part, which apprehends necessary truths, and the calculative part, which

concerns contingent matters of human action (Aristotle, 2014, p. 98, 1139a10-12). The virtue of the
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scientific part is theoretical wisdom (sophia), while that of the calculative part is practical wisdom

(phronésis) (Aristotle, 2014, p. 99, 1139216-18).

Practical Reason and the Nature of “Practical Truth”

For Aristotle, truth (aletheia) functions differently in the theoretical and practical domains. Theoretical
reason seeks truth for its own sake, while practical reason aims at right action—truth “in agreement
with right desire” (Aristotle, 2014, p. 99, 1139a30). The calculative part of the soul achieves truth not
by abstract contemplation but through the correct coordination of rational deliberation and proper
desire (Reeve, 2013, p. 4). Practical wisdom thus secures “practical truth” by aligning reason’s judgment

with right desire—the hallmark of virtuous action (Reeve, 2012, p.65).

Habit and the Formation of Moral Virtue

Aristotle’s ethics emphasizes habituation (ethismos) as the foundation of moral virtue. Moral excellence
is not innate but acquired through training and repeated practice of right actions (Aristotle, 2014, p. 22,
1103b21-25). Virtue is therefore analogous to skill (techne), developed through doing virtuous acts
until they become part of one’s stable character (Urmson, 1988, p.25). Aristotle denies that moral virtue
is natural, arguing that natural traits cannot be reversed by habit, whereas moral dispositions can
(Aristotle, 2014, p. 23, 1104a27-30). Two key arguments support this claim: (1) if virtue were natural, it
could not be changed by training, and (2) unlike sensory capacities, moral virtue arises only through
practice (Taylor, 2006, p. 61). Yet a paradox arises: how can one perform virtuous acts before having
the virtue? Aristotle resolves this by distinguishing between (a) actions that are in accordance with virtue
and (b) actions from virtue itself (Aristotle, 2014, p.26, 1105b5-10). Genuine virtuous acts meet three
conditions: the agent acts knowingly, chooses the act for its own sake, and acts from a stable and
unchanging disposition (Aristotle, 2014, p. 27, 1106a3—4). These conditions distinguish true virtue from

accidental or imitative good behavior (Hursthouse, 1999, p. 96).

Rational Choice (Prohairesis) as the Unity of Reason and Desire

Aristotle’s concept of rational choice (prohairesis) is central to his moral psychology. Choice is not
equivalent to desire (orexis), emotion, or belief; it is peculiar to rational beings and concerns things “that
can be otherwise” (Aristotle, 2014, p. 39, 1112a30-33). It involves the selection of means, not ends,
which are determined by wish (boulesis) (Aristotle, 2014, pp. 38-39, 1111b10-25). Aristotle defines
prohairesis as “desiderative thought or deliberative desire”—a synthesis of rational deliberation and
proper appetite (Broadie & Rowe, 2002, p. 314). Hence, choice arises when deliberation concludes that
a particular course of action is best, and the desire aligns with this rational conclusion (Reeve, 1992,
p.88). Practical truth occurs when right reason and right desire coincide—when one’s appetites seek

what reason judges good (Aristotle, 2014, p. 99, 1139a30-33). In such harmony, reason provides the
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cognitive content, while desire furnishes the motivational force for virtuous action (Crisp, 2005, p. 40).
Aristotle explicitly describes the choice as the proximate efficient cause of action, whose own causes
are reason and desire (Aristotle, 2014, p. 99, 1139a32-33). As he puts it, “the origin of action is choice,
and the origin of choice is desire and reason aiming at an end” (Aristotle, 2021, p. 31, 1226b19-20).

Stability of Character and the Permanence of Virtue

Virtue, according to Aristotle, is a hexis—a stable state of character resistant to change (Aristotle, 2014,
p. 6, 1096a25). He distinguishes hexis (state) from pathos (emotion) and dynamis (capacity), noting that
virtue endures over time (Broadie & Rowe, 2002, p. 301). However, this stability does not entail
immutability: rational control can gradually reshape habits and emotions, even if such transformation is
difficult (Aristotle, 2017, p. 177, 1332b8; Kontos, 2023, p. 28). Thus, Aristotle preserves moral

responsibility while acknowledging the formative power of habit and education.

Conclusion

The functionalist interpretation of Aristotle’s ethics reveals that eudaimonia is not a passive state but an
activity that harmonizes intellect and desire under the governance of reason. The rational activity of the
soul in accordance with virtue constitutes the telos of human life (Aristotle, 2014, p.10, 1098215-19).
This harmony depends on the cultivation of both intellectual and moral virtues, achieved through
teaching, habituation, and rational choice. Prohairesis acts as the central bridge between cognitive
deliberation and affective inclination, ensuring that actions express stable and virtuous character.
Through the interplay of reason, desire, habit, and education, Aristotle constructs a comprehensive
model of moral agency where practical truth arises from the alignhment of correct reasoning with right
desire. Hence, virtue is not merely a cognitive excellence nor a blind habit, but the integrated excellence
of the whole soul. The study concludes that Aristotelian functionalism continues to provide a
philosophically rich framework for understanding moral formation, rational motivation, and human

flourishing (Reeve, 2012, p. 65; Kontos, 2023, p. 24; Lawrence, 2011, p. 271).
